– I have an ample 

supply of very special ambergris 

that I acquired at the beginning of 

2020. I made a 20% tincture out of 

the 100g solid tan piece, which was 

completely homogenous through 

and through. It was a perfect 

sphere, found in the beach sands of 

Mozambique, and it had micro 

seashells embedded on the surface 

– how cool is that?! Tan or gold 

ambergris is said to have tobacco 

notes, but this has a most amazing 

floral top note and not so much of 

the mustiness that the dark brown 

and grey ambergris has. Ambergris 

transforms a nice perfume into a 

beautiful one.  

 

is a perfume and incense 

ingredient that has been used for 

millennia, and today is as precious 

and prized as ambergris and other 

rare ingredients. It’s possible to 

acquire old, found pieces from 

fallen trees in remote forests. The 

scent is unusual and, depending on 

the source, age, and quality, it is 

described as sweet, sour, ambery 

or vanilla, fruity or floral, leathery, 

musk or musty, earthy, and, of 

course, wood. 

 

 is the dark, 

black, roasted destructive 
distillation of frankincense. It’s 
made in India and like many good 
ingredients is created in the open, 
over wood fires in large, clay pots.  
 
It smells sweet, burned, tarry, and 
just amazing, but a tiny bit goes a 
very long way.  
 
For smoke notes I have pine tar 
and two other choyas. Pine tar 
smells just like a campfire. Choya 
nakh, the destructive distillation of 
roasted sea shells has, for lack of a 
better word, a bone-like odor to 
my nose; and choya ral is just flat, 
like charcoal.
